The season of Advent summons us to pay attention; to stay awake, to get ready and to be  
prepared for the coming of the Lord. 
 

The word Advent comes from the Latin word Adventus, which means ñcomingò. The theme that 
runs through this season is: The Lord is coming; get ready!  During Advent, we recall the  
prophecies of old and how they were fulfilled in the fullness of time with the coming in flesh of 
Jesus, the Son of God. During this season, we are also reminded of His second coming; when He, 
the Just Judge, will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead. Thus, during this time 
we reflect on the two-fold coming of Jesus Christ: His first coming as man and His second  
coming at the end of time. 
 

A New Beginning 
Advent is a time for a new beginning. It is a time to seek the Lord. The Church invites us to  
prepare our hearts and homes so that Christ may be born again in each one of us. In a more  
practical and deeper way, we can use this season to brighten things up; to clear out the ñgarbageò 
in our hearts in order to make room, enough room for the Lord. This might be a good time to look 
for some of our dark spots: our lack of patience, petty jealousy, selfishness, slothfulness, etc. and 
to do something about it. 
 

Keep Awake 
Days leading to Christmas, no doubt, are exciting times. Everyone is busy preparing for the joy of 
the Christmas event: cards are sent, presents are bought; homes are decorated. This is all very 
good....but there is a caveat here, lest we are carried away by all of this. Jesus is warning us of 
His second coming. Yes, He is coming again on a day that we do not know and at an hour we do 
not expect.  He wants us to pay attention to the right things so as not to be caught off guard. He 
came in the flesh to save humanity and He will come again to judge the world. Keep awake! 
Stand ready!! 
 

A Question 
What is the single most important thing you would like to do to make this yearôs Advent season 
the best ever so as to be fully prepared for Christmas? 
 

Advent, just like Lent, is a penitential season; a time of renewal and growth. Every day is an  
opportunity for us to grow in our friendship with the Lord. How do we do this? It is by entering 
into the spirit of the season and by allowing the Baby Jesus to be born anew in our hearts; to 
make Him the King and Lord of our life. Please consult our parish bulletin or visit our website for 
our Advent and Christmas schedule. We are happy to welcome Fr. Allan MacDonald, CC, who 
will be our guest speaker for this yearôs Advent retreat. I hope you will make out time to join us 
either in person or via our Facebook page. May the Lord bless you as you come! 
 

Saint of the Week 
Our saint of the week is St. Andrew. St. Andrew was one of the Twelve Apostles of Jesus Christ. 
He was born in Bethsaida, Galilee. He was a fisherman. Ancient tradition associates him with 
Greece. Another tradition links him with Scotland, where his memory is said to have inspired the 
first bishop. He is the patron saint of Scotland and Russia, of the Greek Church and of the fishing 
industry. His feast day is November 30. St. Andrew, pray for us!
